With the catalogue you are holding in your hands we would like to give you an idea about what
kind of books we have published, about the topics we consider most important and about authors
that have published their books with us. But maybe we had better first introduced ourselves. The
Kai-Homilius-Verlag is a small publishing house in Berlin and is named after its founder, Mr Kai
Homilius. It all began with our series “The Historic Place” — a series of cultural-historical travel-
guides, which by now comprises of 130 titles, including Klaus Polkehn’s “Back then in Palestine”.
In view of the events of 2001, especially of 9/11, we felt we needed to extend our programme
and started a new series named “Contemporary History”. We were able to secure the translation
rights for books of internationally renowned authors like Daniele Ganser, William Blum or Lenni
Brenner. By now we have started two new series — “Global Analyses” and “Politics and Thought”,
which include books by Johan Galtung, Larry Everest, Lester Brown or Ted Hondrich. But we
will introduce all of them in more detail on the next few pages.

A few more words about what we do and why. At the Kai-Homilius-Verlag, we are a small team
of dedicated young people, who take an interest in the world we live in and in the problems and
conflicts in this world. In our choice of books we focus not only on Germany itself, but also on
the US and its foreign policy, the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, the situation in Cuba or Venezuela,
the Middle East as such and on other “regions in turmoil”. We strongly believe that to change our
world, one has to make people aware of the conflicts that shape our world today — which is why
we are doing what we are doing.
